Electronic transfer is the most efficient way to transfer securities.  If your stock is held at a broker, notify the broker that you wish to make a gift of securities to First United Methodist Church Richardson.  Your broker will need written authorization from you before they can make the transfer.

It is very important that you notify the Church and/or Maplewood before the transfer is made.

Physical Stock Certificates:

If mailing, send your unendorsed certificate(s) and a signed letter of instruction (including your name, address, and purpose of the gift) in one envelope.  In a second envelope, send a signed, signature guaranteed, stock power.  We strongly recommend using registered mail to forward your certificates and stock power.  Please DO NOT mail endorsed certificates.  Once the certificate is endorsed, it is legal tender and can be exchanged by anyone.  We strongly recommend that certificates not be sent to a transfer agent for registering in the Church’s name.  This is unnecessary and may result in needless delays.
